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Article I. Name of Student Organization 
The organization shall be called Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego.
Article II. Statement of Purpose
The purpose of Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International student chapters is to motivate and equip pharmacy students to practice faith in Jesus Christ in their personal and professional lives.  The purpose is also to encourage and develop an active Christian witness and evangelism through prayer, Bible study, community outreach and fellowship.  The chapter should be evangelical in outlook and purpose; activities consistent with this biblical view are encouraged and promoted.  Student chapters are an opportunity for Christian students to have a common affiliation with like-minded students of their school of pharmacy and also with those of other schools of pharmacy throughout the United States and abroad.
Article III. Nonprofit Statement

Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego is a non-profit student organization.
Article IV. Requirements for Membership
To become a chapter member, one must be enrolled as a student at the UC San Diego School of Pharmacy and submit a membership registration form along with annual student dues of $15. Any pharmacy student is eligible to join, regardless of religious belief.

To become a national member, one must register on the national Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International website, which has annual student dues of $30. They have their own set of requirements, which includes the following:

Articles of Faith: Members of Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International adhere to the following beliefs 

· We believe the Bible, in its original languages to be the inspired, inerrant Word of God, the only infallible and authoritative rule of faith and conduct. 

· We believe in one God, maker of all things, eternally existent as: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit - the Holy Trinity.

· We believe in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, true man and true God; conceived of the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary. 

· We believe that the Lord Jesus lived a sinless life, performed miracles, was crucified for our sins, was buried, bodily resurrected, and ascended to the right hand of the Father. 

· We believe that man is made in the image of God and that since the fall, all men are born as sinners unable to save themselves.

· We believe in the personal salvation of believers through the substitutionary sacrificial death and shed blood of Jesus Christ - being justified by faith alone. 

· We believe in the future return of the Lord Jesus in power and glory. 

· We believe in the presence and power of the Holy Spirit, indwelling each believer, transforming us and enabling us to live a Godly life. 

· We believe in the bodily resurrection of the just and the unjust; those who are saved to everlasting blessedness and those who are lost unto the resurrection of damnation. 

· We believe in the spiritual unity of believers in our Lord Jesus Christ.

Article V. Frequency of Organization Meetings

Our organization will hold GBMs every quarter for all members to attend. We will also host events for all members who wish to join about 5 times throughout the quarter. We will also offer small groups of about 4 that meet every other week.

There will be minutes taken to record decisions made, and for members who cannot attend official meetings.

Article VI. Qualifications for Holding Office and Methods of Selecting and Replacing Officers
Only registered UC San Diego students may hold office in the organization. Only registered UC San Diego students may vote in elections for the selection of the organization’s officers.


While all students, faculty and staff are invited to attend our chapter activities, it is required that all chapter officers be registered members of Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International, both at the local and national level. Officers will be selected annually via an interview process with the current officers. Prior to the selection, the current officers, advisor, and members will be prayerfully preparing for the future leadership.
The 7 officer positions are as follows:

President:

· Eligibility: current President-Elect

· Elections: N/A, this is a continuation of the President-Elect position

President-Elect

· Eligibility: P1 student members 

· Elections: Spring quarter

· 2 year term; assumes role of President the following year
Internal Vice President, Treasurer, Outreach Coordinator, and Fellowship/Missions Lead
· Eligibility: P1 or P2 student members

· Elections: Spring quarter

· 1 year term
P1 Liaison

· Eligibility: P1 student members
· Elections: Early in the Fall Quarter
· 1 year term

Student members apply for the position(s) they are interested in through an online application, and are scheduled for an interview by the current officers. All members will be notified about the process at least 2 weeks in advance to give a fair opportunity to everyone. The selected P1 Liaison will serve in their position immediately. The other selected candidates will be trained immediately and will serve in their position the following school year.
The duties of each officer are as follows:

President/President-Elect
· Oversees all meetings, events, teams, and committees
· Seeks to stimulate spiritual growth and regularly commits to prayer for chapter
· Completes the Student Chapter Application/Update Information Form
· Communicates with administration, student organizations/fraternities, and other Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International student chapters within the area
· Represents the organization at university leadership meetings
· Remains in contact with Christian Medical Fellowship, Graduate Christian Fellowship, and Intervarsity
Internal Vice President
· Oversees/coordinates devotionals and Bible studies
· Leads recruitment of new members and attempts to increase retention rate
· Announces meetings and events to the school of pharmacy and pre-pharmacy students
· Updates the school newsletter and school calendar with events and information
Treasurer

· Manages chapter funds: keep a log of chapter accounts, procures money from petty cash, handles receipts of refund checks and assists in distributing any chapter funds raised from mission trips
· Collects student membership applications (assures accuracy) and chapter dues

· Plans a quarterly fundraiser on Library Walk, including filling out TAP forms

Outreach Coordinator

· Organizes community outreach events
· Communicates with licensed pharmacists for IPPE hour opportunities
Fellowship and Missions Lead
· Plans opportunities for fellowship among members
· Promotes opportunities for missions trips or missions conferences
P1 Liaison

· Assists all officers as needed to build experience
· Encourages P1 class attendance to events
Article VII. Risk Management

Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego is a registered student organization at University of California, San Diego, but not part of the University itself. 
Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego understands that the University does not assume legal liability for the actions of the organization.

As an organization we hope to provide medical and pharmaceutical assistance to the impoverished, elderly, locals, and underserved populations. This may be in the form of providing vaccinations or educating the community through a presentation. We avoid risks by approving our community outreach activities through the School of Pharmacy. Any risks that may still occur will be handled according to the appropriate guidelines.
Article VII. Section 1. In Case of Interaction with Minors and/or the Elderly
Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego is aware that all registered student organizations that serve minors or the elderly have access to training on child and elder abuse prevention for its members via the Center for Student Involvement, online or in person (in person by request only). Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International will develop plan(s) for activities and events where members will be interacting with minors or the elderly such that members will receive education and/or training on Child Abuse Neglect Reporting Act (CANRA), common sense measures to both avoid child or elder abuse allegations (i.e. avoiding one-on-one situations; working with minors in plain view of others; limiting calls/texts/social media posts or other communications with minors), and how to properly report potential harm or neglect to minors or the elderly with whom they are working.

Article VII. Section 2. In Case of the Provision of Medical Assistance

In the event that Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego provides medical assistance to a community, all volunteers will work under the direction of licensed professionals (doctors, nurses, counselors, etc.). The University does not recommend that students provide medical assistance.

Article VII. Section 3.  In Case of International Travel

Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego recognizes that the University generally recommends against all international travel by Student Organizations due to the myriad of risks travelers face in foreign countries. Student organizations are discouraged from traveling to foreign countries due to the wide variety of risks involved with foreign travel, and the extensive planning efforts required by the Student Organization’s Members to manage those risks. Security risks and health care services vary widely from one country to another, so thorough research on those topics is especially important.

International travelers are advised to research US State Department Travel Advisories and the CDC Travel Health site and abide by all recommended alerts and warnings, and procure travel insurance with medical coverage that covers their chosen destination because most USA Health Plans are not valid in foreign countries.

Article VII. Section 4. In Case of Handling of Hazardous Chemicals, Material, Equipment, and/or Machinery

Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego recognizes that all student organization activities must be conducted safely, in accordance with all applicable federal, state and local laws. Additionally, Christian Pharmacists Fellowship International at UC San Diego will abide by UC San Diego requirements for students in labs, including policies for minors in UC laboratories, and ensure members receive safety training regarding the use of chemicals and/or machinery before entering the lab. Members must follow any best practices and lab safety protocols for the use of such chemicals, research equipment or machinery, including the appropriate use of Personal Protective Equipment, and should work under close supervision of those trained in the handling of chemicals/use of research equipment or machinery.

Article VIII. Community Advisor 

Dr. Geoffrey Chang is a professor at the Skaggs School of Pharmacy and Pharmaceutical Sciences in the Department of Pharmacology.
