Constitution and By-Laws of the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC)

ARTICLE I. NAME OF STUDENT ORGANIZATION. 
The organization shall be called the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) at UC San Diego.  Wishing to secure for ourselves the enjoyment and benefits of an association of persons with a common interest in amateur radio, we enact this constitution and by-laws as our organization’s governing law. 
 
ARTICLE II. STATEMENT OF PURPOSE. 
The purpose of the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC), licensed through the Federal 
Communications Commission (F.C.C.) as KK6UC and officially affiliated with the American Radio Relay League (ARRL), is to provide UC San Diego students and staff with tools and opportunities to explore and enjoy the hobby of amateur radio. 
 
Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) is a member-focused club that can host licensing classes, teach different modes of radio, participate in contests, collaborate with other amateur radio organizations, and perform general experimental wireless communications.  The club was founded on campus as WA6DOT (later KI6FTQ) in fall 1965 by Michael C. Ransom WB6KMH (now AI6II) and run for many years by Brian H. Kantor WB6CYT. 
 
ARTICLE III. NONPROFIT STATEMENT. 
The Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) at UC San Diego is a non-profit student organization.
ARTICLE IV. REQUIREMENTS FOR MEMBERSHIP. 
The Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) does not charge any membership fees.  Any UC San Diego students (undergraduate or graduate), staff, alumni, or community members are welcome to join the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC), without restriction (an amateur radio callsign is not required, though recommended).  Interested individuals may subscribe to our mailing list by visiting 
mailman.ucsd.edu/mailman/listinfo/hamclub-l to receive club updates.  However, only current UC San Diego students may participate in group votes, as required by the Center for Student Involvement. 
 
ARTICLE V. FREQUENCY OF ORGANIZATION MEETINGS. 
The Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) will meet once a week, except for the final week of each UCSD academic term.  All additional club meetings must be discussed and approved at or before the prior (regular) meeting. 
 
A quorum will consist of one quarter of the voting membership.  Any votes shall be of the simple majority type unless the club’s leadership determines that a different type of vote is necessary.  At each meeting, the member appointed as secretary shall record minutes and any unfinished business to be published to the club. 
 
The location of the meeting will likely vary by week but will take place on the UCSD campus in a conference-style room, such as the Price Center meeting rooms or the Student Services Center conference rooms.  Meetings will be announced to the group via the hamclub-l mailing list. 
 
ARTICLE VI. OFFICERS OF THE ORGANIZATION. 
Only registered UC San Diego students may hold office in the organization. Only registered UC San Diego students may vote in elections for the selection of the organization’s officers.
 
· President o Provides steady leadership to the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) as a whole. 
· Determines overall direction of the club as well as execution to achieve that direction. 
· Keeps administrative paperwork (including FCC club license) up to date. 
 
The president presides over meetings, ensures observance of this constitution and bylaws, helps to resolve disputes, signs all official club paperwork, and is the primary point of contact for individuals wishing to know more about the club or collaborate with the club in any way. 
 
· Vice President o Works with president to determine how to keep up the club’s progress. o Addresses any concerns or suggestions from members; make changes if necessary. 
 
The vice president presides over meetings in the absence of the president.  He/she is a secondary point of contact for the organization as a whole and shall take on the role of president in the case of the president’s resignation or removal. 
 
· Secretary o Records organized, neat minutes and business of meetings. o Publishes these minutes in a timely manner after each meeting. 
 
The secretary shall be knowledgeable about this constitution and by-laws and be ready to amend them as deemed necessary by the club membership.  He/she shall keep a record of the club’s meetings’ proceedings and be able to provide copies of these proceedings at the request of any member.  At the end of his/her term, he/she will transfer all of the club records to the next secretary. 
 
· Treasurer o Performs organized bookkeeping of the club’s funds (received and spent). o Coordinates with administration and applicable financial procedures. 
 
The treasurer is responsible for careful tracking of all expenses and income of the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC).  He/she shall only pay or receive money on behalf of the club for official club business and may only do so after it has been approved by a membership vote at a club meeting.  His/her signature will be required on all applicable club financial documents.  If the UCSD administration requires any clarification about the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC)’s financial expenditures, the treasurer shall be responsible for coordinating with the administration and duly preparing any required reports, documentation, or proofs of purchase. 
 
ARTICLE VII. ELECTION/REMOVAL OF OFFICERS. 
When selecting candidates for these offices, experience in the club is preferred.  A valid amateur radio license is also preferred, though not required.  Elections will take place at the beginning of each new school year, with candidates giving a brief statement on the election day.  Members will then vote, and the new officers shall fulfill their roles immediately for the duration of the academic school year.  Officers may be removed from their posts if their conduct is in a manner detrimental to the principles and purpose of the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC); in this case, an election to replace the offending officer will be held as soon as possible.  If necessary, another officer can propose a new member to serve as an interim officer to be voted on at the next group meeting.  A group email notice to all members is required 7 days prior to such a vote. 
 
ARTICLE VIII. COMMUNITY ADVISOR. 
In addition to its officers, the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) benefits from having a UCSD staff member who is well versed in amateur radio serve as our community advisor.  He/she helps the club negotiate university procedures and paperwork, especially in activities like setting up antenna structures on roofs or transporting students to off-campus contests.  Additionally, he/she can provide guidance to club leadership regarding the implementation of the club’s goals. 
 
ARTICLE IX. PERMANENT COMMITTEES. 
The sole permanent committee of the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) (for the time being) will include the executive committee (composed of the president, vice president, secretary, and treasurer).  This can be changed in the future (see section X). 
 
ARTICLE X. PROCESS FOR WRITING/AMENDING BY-LAWS OR CONSTITUTION. 
This constitution and any associated by-laws can be amended or changed at any time.  A group of five members may, together, submit a proposal to change this constitution or by-laws.  Said proposal will be voted upon in the following regular business meeting.  All club membership shall be notified of such a vote at least seven days in advance. 
 
ARTICLE XI. DISSOLUTION OF ASSETS. 
Should the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) be disbanded and need to dissolve its assets, authority will be given to whoever served most recently as the faculty advisor.  
 
ARTICLE XII. RISK MANAGEMENT. 
The Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) at UC San Diego is a registered student organization at the University of California, San Diego, but not part of the university itself.

The Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) understands that the University does not assume legal liability for the actions of the organization.  

Proper caution is necessary and shall be taken, especially when setting up or repairing antenna structures or in any potentially hazardous situation. 
 
The Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) recognizes that all student organization activities must be conducted safely, in accordance with all applicable federal, state and local laws.  Additionally, the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) will abide by UC San Diego requirements for students in labs, including policies for minors in UC laboratories, and ensure members receive safety training regarding the use of chemicals and/or machinery before entering the lab.  Members must follow any best practices and lab safety protocols for the use of such chemicals, research equipment or machinery, including the appropriate use of personal protective equipment, and should work under close supervision of those trained in the handling of chemicals/use of research equipment or machinery. 
 
ARTICLE XIII. FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT. 
The Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) will utilize the U.S.E. Credit Union (UCSD campus branch) for managing funds.  Account holders will be, by default, the club’s president and community advisor; if they need to be changed, a vote will be held in an official club meeting. 
 
The club’s treasurer will be responsible for working with U.S.E. to ensure timely and accurate depositing and dispersing of funds.  All expenditures must be approved in an official club meeting.  These expenditures shall be documented in the meeting minutes and distributed for all members to view.  Donations of the club will be deposited into our U.S.E. account and will likewise be documented.  The club also may submit funding requests to UCSD’s Associated Students (A.S.) department for events such as pizza meetings. 
 
ARTICLE XIV. AFFILIATION WITH OTHER GROUPS. 
As a member of the worldwide amateur radio community, the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) is open to connections with any other amateur radio groups, including but not limited to the American Radio Relay League and the San Diego Amateur Radio Emergency Service.  As an ARRL-affiliated club, it appears on ARRL’s official registry of clubs and can be found by searching for clubs in the San Diego area. 
 
That being said, members of the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) are not required to also be members of the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC)’s associated clubs.  The affiliation simply means that the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) considers the associated club’s goals to align closely with its own.  As such, the Amateur Radio Club at UC San Diego (KK6UC) may invite visitors from these partnering clubs to its meetings to obtain ideas for new club projects and goals, as well as encourage its members to attend the partnering clubs’ meetings if they are so inclined. 
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
