Statement of purpose
The Chinese Students and Scholars Association(CSSA) is a non-profit student organization at the University of California, San Diego. As one of the largest and most influential student organizations on campus, CSSA serves as an important vehicle in enhancing mutual support and affinity among individuals of the Chinese community. Each year, the number of students and visiting scholars coming from China to study or work at UCSD is substantial. To help them get acquainted with the new environment and lifestyle, we have initiated a program called New Students/Scholars Service Program that provides an up-to-3-day free temporary accomodation near UCSD campus. Additionally, we collaborate closely with the local Chinese churchs to offer free city tours in San Diego. CSSA serves a close bond between Chinese students/scholars at UCSD and the Chinese Consulate General in Los Angeles. We broadcast and deliver news and messages from the government to our members and represent Chinese students/scholars at UCSD when communicating with the consulate. As one of the major Chinese organizations in San Diego, CSSA offers a great opportunity for UCSD students and local citizens to acquire a great deal of knowledge about Chinese culture through annual performance and contact with the local community. We are also a part of the CSSA Union, a fast evolving family of Chinese students and scholars not only in the United States but also around the world.

Non-profit statement
Chinese Students and Scholars Association at UCSD is a non-profit student organization.

Requirements for membership
UCSD undergraduate and graduate students, phD candidates, postdocs and visiting scholars coming from People Republic’s of China are automatically eligible for membership. No fee will be charged for membership. 

Frequency of organization meetings
Weekly or as needed.

Qualifications for holding office and methods of selecting and replacing officers
There are usually 8 principle members on the presidential board every year. Only registered UCSD students are eligible for the positions. In the 2018-2019 academic year, Rui Yang will serve as the president. There will be a total of 2 vice presidents and 5 heads of departments on the board. The period of presidency is generally one-year, but other principle members on the board can be re-elected. The election will be held in March every year, and the candidates will be recommended by principle members. All candidates including future president will be voted by all members. Normally, about half of principle members will be replaced. If someone resigns before June, the president will be responsible for selecting a new officer for the vacancy.

Risk management
Chinese Students and Scholars Association at UCSD is a registered student organization at the University of California, San Diego, but not part of the University itself.

Chinese Students and Scholars Association at UCSD understands that the University does not assume legal liability for the actions of the organization.

Since activities held by CSSA are mostly in-door, the risk may be largely associated with some unexpected sickness of participants. To handle the risk, CSSA prepares a medical box, in which there are some common-used medicines, every time there is an event. Also, we will have enough working officers stand-by during each event to cooperate whenever there is some emergency.
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
